Oral Reports (1877-1938)

Objective of the project:

Purpose of the project:

Requirements:

Criteria



A.
5 minute minimum from each person (8 minute maximum).

B.
3 visual aid minimum from each person.  If you use PowerPoint, 2 slides = 1 visual aid (not counting the title slide).
C.
YouTube (or similar) video – you must include one video that shows/explains your topic. 
D.
Political Cartoon/Graphic – you must include one graphic that shows/explains your topic. 

E.
It is expected that each presentation will be thoroughly engaging. As a result, no one will be allowed to read from a script. Presentations must be rehearsed ahead of time.  Each presenter may, however, use 3x5 cards to help keep track of ideas.  Ideas only can be on the note cards.  No one can read from a prepared script.  Note cards may be collected to verify this.  DO NOT READ DIRECTLY FROM YOUR POWERPOINT.
